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LSNA leaders say, “A $226,000 condo does not count as affordable housing!”

\Just before Easter, leaders from LSNA
and allied organizations hit the road as
affordable housing “crisisteams.” While
delivering Easter baskets, the |eaders de-
livered an urgent message to all aldermen
and candidates. “Unless City Council
passes amendments to Mayor Daley’s
proposed housing ordinance, Chicago will
continue to lose homeownership opportu-
nities for working families,” said Delia
Ramirez, president of Logan Square
Neighborhood Association.

What isthe crisis? In response to the
efforts of LSNA and other groupsin the
Balanced Development Coalition, Mayor
Daley proposed his own housing ordi-
nance, called the Affordable Require-
ments Ordinance (ARO). The ordinance
would require that large devel opments
set-aside some units at “affordable”
prices. The crisisisthat, although the
ARO might sound good on the surface,
the devil isin the details.

One such detail isthat developers

could consider a unit “affordable” at
$226,000—a price unaffordable to more
than 75% of Chicago families. Even a hus-
band and wife working as alibrarian and a
security guard would not be able to afford
that “affordable” unit.

According to longtime Logan Square
resident Martin Feliciano, $226,000 is
far out of reach for him and his
neighbors. “My neighbors have had to
move out because rent and mortgages
are so expensive. Condos have been
built on my block, and most of them
have not sold,” said Feliciano at the
City Hall press conference.

LSNA supports two magjor amend-
ments to strengthen the Mayor’s pro-
posal. One amendment would put at
least one-third of set-asidesin the
range of $150,000. Another signifi-
cant amendment would boost the per-
centage of units required to be set-aside at
affordable prices. The Mayor’s proposal
mandates 10 percent. The amendment
supported by LSNA would raise the num-

ber to 15 and 20 percent, depending on the
type of development.

“Without the amendments, the
Mayor’s ordinance could actually under-
mine existing affordable homeownership
opportunitiesin Logan Square,” said Ra-
mirez.
